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A NEOLITHIC SITE IN THE KATANGA

I should like to call the attention of any anthropologist or archaeologist who may 
now, or in the future, be travelling in the neighbourhood of Lake Moero, to a neo-
lithic site which exists on the Belgian shore. Here the Lukonzowa, an unimportant 
brook a few hundred yards from the former headquarters of the Katanga Comity of 
the same name, falls from a great height into the lake. At the top of the falls may be 
seen a number of grooves in the rock, which are obviously the result of polishing 
stone axes. These grooves are very noticeable and have attracted the attention of 
many people, none of whom, however, had any knowledge of archaeology, and 
who have been greatly puzzled as to their meaning. There are many Europeans in 
the Kantanga now, and I am quite sure that the Belgian authorities would gladly as-
sist in any investigation; in fact, I believe that they might be induced to take the initi-
ative in the matter.
